Banners-   
 
 A group of parents/community members have begun a campaign to create 
community spirit for Delaware Hayes Pacers activities.  It is hoped that funds can be 
raised to purchase thirty banners and thirty fl ags.  The city has agreed to hang the banners 
downtown when possible.  When not in use in  the city, banners and flags can be hung at 
school sporting events. Quotes are coming at $4000.00 for thirty banners, and thirty flags.  
The group has received $3000-3500 in pledges thus  far from a variety of organizations, 
such as the elementary school PTO’ s, and various school clubs.

 It is clear from looking at  the earnings from Bingo on a monthly basis that on the 
nights when there are plenty of parent vol unteers, Bingo is profitable.  Unfortunately 
there have been several nights when few to no parent volunteers show up to help.   
 
 Coaches, please assign a parent rep that can represent your team at DAB 
meetings.  This parent rep will also be responsible for seeking parent volunteers for 
Bingo nights.  Beginning in August, only 6 volunteers from each sport will be required.  
The dates for Bingo are posted on the website, although at this time, the summer months 
are not on the calendar.  Kathy Hemans will be calling you to get the name and contact 
information of your parent representative.
