Football - Football is getting ready for their overn ight camp.  It is a three day camp in 
which the boys will stay overnight at the high school.  A request was made for financial 
support for the football camp.  It is not possi ble at this time to approve monies for the 
camp, but a motion was made and carried that  the DAB donate any Powerade/water that 
we have in storage to the camp.  On July 23rd and 24 th,  7 on 7’s will be going on at the 
field at 10.p.m.  The public is welcome to watch.  Football cards go on sale for 10 dollars.     
 
Girls Basketball - It was a great weekend for Girls B- Ball.  They did very well at the 
shoot-out they attended. 
 
Girls Soccer - Coach Fuchs reported that twenty pl ayers attended the Adidas National 
Showcase this last weekend and did we ll. It was a wonderful experience.  
 
Girls Volleyball - The girls participated in the Fr iendship Cup and did great.  Girls 
Volleyball will continue to run thei r own concessions this fall.   
 
Girls Softbal l - The coach for softball has resigned.  The team is now without a coach or 
parent rep.  The group has seve ral goals and would appreciate  assistance in the following 



areas:  They would like to build a storage ar ea off from the dugout.  Also, they would like 
to replace the boarding in the bleachers.  Th ey are taking the old ba seball scoreboard, and 
have a permit to mount the scoreboard in th eir field.  They need someone with masonry 
expertise and carpentry/roofing experience to improve the facility.  Call Dave Steele if 
you are willing to help.     
 
Cheerleading-   There is a youth camp next week that  is a fund raiser for the girls- camp 
went really well. 
 
B o wl i n g -  Welcome bowling parents!  The parents spoke with Kevin Reed last year for 
help with funding.  David said they are now r ecognized as an official  high school team.  
The team needs financial support to help with  fees for bowling alley, tournaments, etc.  
Bowling is on the Bingo list so if they have  enough volunteer participation at Bingo, they 
will receive credit from DAB. 
       
IV. Committee Meetings  
 
C o n cessions-   
Rene Weber has agreed to take over for concessions.  Thank you, Rene!  Tony Reiman 
will order more ‘Delaware Hayes Pacer Wa ter’.  Zach from Papa Joe’s made a 
presentation, and shared two pizzas with us. Thanks!  We will check into seeing if we 
have contractual obligations with Hungry Ho wies b/c they have an advertisement on 
scoreboard.   
 
Concession stands- The school is taking ove r the concession stand we use for indoor 
sports.  We need to move everything over to the space that we still have.  DAB bought a 
storage unit that meets code and has a lock.  The school will order us a new pop machine.  
Volleyball needs to know when they will have use of the concession space. 
 
We will be putting together a schedule for concessions.  Cathy will e-mail it to 
coaches/parent reps as soon as it is ready.  We need to ge t the outdoor concession stands 
cleaned out.  Dave and Cathy will check with Coach LoParo re garding using football 
players to help move supplies.  We will e-mail out a request for help once we have a 
‘work day’ date.   
 
It was brought up that we should raise th e price of our concessions. Many people 
purchasing items from our concessions co mment on how inexpensive our concession 
items are.  A motion was made to give the concession committee the authority to increase 
the price of items on concessions as th ey see fit.  The motion was carried.  
 
Bingo - 
Al has been in contact with the school and we are now ready to move forward with the 
mounting of TV’s at Schultz. Mike Perry  and John Shaw will work on updating the 
wiring on the stage. 
 



John reported that there is a tracking device now in place to keep track of individual 
volunteers and what sport they represent so  that their sport would be credited.   
Coaches/parent reps:  Cathy e-mailed coaches/par ent reps the dates th ey are scheduled to 
work Bingo- You need to e-mail Cathy back the names and phone numbers of those who 
are scheduled to help the Tuesday prior to  their Bingo night.  Coaches are ultimately 
responsible for getting volunteers to help  with Bingo. There will be new checks and 
balances put into place to have greater accounta bility for the number of tickets sold by 
each volunteer for book keeping purposes.

She requested up to $100 for paint, 
depending on the amount of donations that come  in for the project.  A motion was made 
and carried to donate up to $ 100 for th e Horseshoe Painting project.    
 
VI.  New Business

earned through Bingo during the 2007/2008 school year, so that those teams have an idea 
of how much credit they have th rough the athletic department.
