
Booster’s Minutes of November 17 th , 2008

I.  Introduction- Keith Burns ran the meeting since Dave Shellhouse was out of town. 
 
II. Treasurer’s Report- John went over the report.  We have a good balance right now, 
due to three successful weeks at Bingo.  He  is getting a handle on the account and is 
feeling more comfortable knowing what expens es need to be paid on a monthly basis, 
and what we can spend towards the athletic program. 
 
I I I . Old Business  
 
Scoreboard - Please remember that anyone can ‘sel l’ space on the scoreboard.  Parent 
reps, talk to your parents, and ask them to keep their eyes open fo r possible business for 
the scoreboard.  Anyone who has a business and be nefits from advertisin g is a possibility.  
Ed Turner has a packet that he can give you th at has all the needed information in it.  Call 
Keith if you cannot contact Ed at Remax.  We are expecting $4000.00 in advertising 
costs from Hungry Howie’s and Mc Donalds, which helps greatly.  
 
Fundraising -Stadium Blankets?  Where does this po ssible fundraiser stan d at this point 
in time? 
 
Bingo - Bingo has been doing well.  The last three deposits have been over 6000.00.  We 
now have two new instant ti cket suppliers, an automate d ticket counter, and more 
accountability in how we track ticket sales.  All of these things are benefiting the 
Booster’s organization.  
 
Cathy reports that making the calls to come  up with volunteers for Bingo is very time 
consuming due to the lack of those willing to volunteer.  There was discussion about 
giving people an option to pay to play or work Bingo.  How would that be administered 
and managed?   
 
Also discussed was whether or not coaches were communicating to parents the need and 
importance of Bingo participation.  Just because  a check is not handed to the team does 
not mean it is not benefiting from Bingo. 
 
We need to come up with a way to communicat e to each team what their credit amount 
from Bingo is.   
 
Recruiting Seminar - The Bill Conley Meeting was great .  We want to have him back 
next year, and would like to see more parent s, students and coaches in attendance.  He 
approached the recruiting process from a variet y of viewpoints:  As a parent, a college 
recruiter, and a high school coac h.  He had many neat stories to  share, interspersed with a 



lot of good information on a complex process,  and the responsibilities that everyone 
(athletic director, coaches, pare nts, students, and recruiters ) has in this process.   
 
 
Concessions - Over $14,000.00 has been deposited in the account from concessions alone 
this year, thanks to  a great fall season. 
 
The basketball concession schedule is complete d, and will be put on the website as soon 
as possible.  Cathy Hemans has the schedul e, so if you need to  know ASAP, call Cathy. 
The concession area for basketball is under re novation, so we are not  yet certain where 
we will be selling concessions.  As soon as  we know, Rene will put an all call out for 
help transferring items from the football concessions to inside the school.   
 
IV. Athletic Director’s Report- Kevin reported that the gates did really well this fall.  
Gate profits go directly to Ke vin’s accounts. Our best foot ball game brought in $8000.00!  
All told, football brought in $25,000.00 this year. 
 
$31,000.00 will be spent on officials alone this year. 
 
Kevin presented several bills for sports equipment that need to be paid.   
 
 
V.  Committee and Parent Rep Reports  
 
Girls B-ball:  When will the schedule for concessions be ready?  It is ready now but has 
not been put on website .   Girls had their first scrimmage  in Canton and did quite well. 
December 5 th  is the first home game:  Renovations are being done as we speak, so right 
now we don’t have a home.   
 
 
A question came up about Bowling. They are st ill considered a club sport. They have 
been very helpful with Bingo.  The district  does not pay for coach es or transportation, 
since they are still considered a club organization. 
 
VI. New Business: 
 
Busing for Football- Kevin needs an invoice for the busses for the Pickerington Game.  
The cost was a total of $1500, $750 per bus.  Boosters agreed to pay for one.  The 
Touchdown Club wrote the check and is waiting for reimbursement.   
 
The Board of Education recognized Footba ll and Boys Soccer this evening.
